Union

City Students Work

Many students attending Union
City High School held part-time
jobs during the past year which
varied from working at fast food
restaurants to working in a body
shop. These working students had
to find ways to fit in all of their
school work, private time, and oth-
er activities, as well as perform well
on the job.

Senior Kelly Craydon works at
the new Burger King in Coldwater.
Kelly commented that she had to
learn to organize her time so she
could get her school work done,
take part in school activities, spend
time with her friends and boy-
friend, and still have some time to
relax. Though it was often hectic,
this was the lifestyle a number of
students faced.

Many had to work to pay for the
running and maintenance of their
cars, while others worked just to
have spending money. Many held
jobs for the sole purpose of saving
money for college.

One of Union City’s working
students said, “My job was not fun!
[t was hard and busy work, but it
taught me how to organize my time
so I could fit in all of my other
activities.”

More than half of the students
who held part-time jobs worked
anywhere from 15 to 30 hours per
week and between three and five
hours a day after school, often ac-
cumulating a number of work
hours on weekends. Students who
worked during the school day were
on a program called co-op.

Having these jobs helped stu-
dents realize just how hard their
parents work everyday to keep a
family together economically. One
guy who worked in a body shop
commented, “I have a lot of hard
work ahead of me. My dad has
worked since he was 16-years-old
and has done body work for twen-
ty-seven years.”

Students who took their jobs se-

riously had to learn to assume a
certain amount of responsibility.
Junior Lesley Wilson, who was em-
ployed at the Tastee-Freeze in
Union City, said, “I learned that
holding a job isn’t easy. You have
to learn to be on time and to get
along well with your co-workers.”

Jobs do create career possibilities
and give a person a chance to be
independent. Kelly said, “I felt a
sense of independence making my
own money, and having certain re-
sponsibilities working gave me job
experience.” She also commented
that she now has a better under-
standing of how hard her parents
work.

Having a job and keeping up
with numerous other responsibil-
ities wasn’t easy, but most students
agreed it was great at the end of the
week when the paycheck was put
in their hand.

State Representative Richard
Fitzpatrick of Michigan’s 49th
Congressional District spoke to
journalism and government stu-
dents in October. Students enjoyed
the mild-mannered straight-talk-
ing Representative and found
many of his political views to be
conservative. Fitzpatrick’s election
to the legislature in 1978, made him

the first Democrat ever to be elect-
ed in the 49th district.

The former Vietnam war corre-
spondent expressed his views on
current topics which included the
following:

— He strictly opposed capital
punishment and felt it has solved
no problems. He said he was proud
that Michigan was one of the first

states to outlaw the act

— He opposed spending money
on sophisticated prison recrea-
tional equipment and felt we need
to build more prisons to keep
criminals off the streets. He fa-
vored the private sector becoming
involved in the building and own-
ership of prisons.

He said he voted against the
seat belt law and the Dram Shop
Act. He said he favored wearing
seatbelts, but felt this should not be
dictated by law. He also felt bar
owners should not have to be re-
sponsible for a person becoming
drunk b\ his own choice

— He favored compentency tests
for students and merit pay for
teachers, if regulated locally and
not b_\' the state.

— He definitely opposed abor-
tion

He felt Gov. Blanchard’s

A small village
like Union City is
not always expect-
ed to be friendly,
but it is. It’s a shame that the size of
a town or city couldn’t be based on
friendliness. If this were true,
Union City would be larger than
Detroit.

It is indeed true that, when look-
ing at a Michigan map, Union City
is a bit small. Well, a lot small. but
small isn’t bad. Union City doesn’t
have many problems that larger
cities have, such as extreme pollu-
tion and daily robberies, murders,
and rapes. Union City will prob-

ably never grow much larger, and
that's g(md, isn’t it?

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Although Union City is small,
the entire village is liberally sprin-
kled with beautiful old homes and
churches, many dating back more
than 150 years. Many of these old
buildings could tell marvelous tales
if their walls could talk, for not
only did their original residents
play important roles in the settle-
ment of the area, many went on to
illustrious roles in their personal
lives.

The Terrace Apartments, located
on South Broadway, was originally
the home of William and Sophia
Moseley and was built in the Feder-
al-style in 1863. The Moseleys had
nine children, the youngest of
whom was Edwin Lincoln Moseley.
Edwin was born 11 days before the
end of the Civil War, hence his
middle name, Lincoln.

He went on to become a botanist
at Bowling Green University in
Ohio. Through his research, he
made many scientific discoveries,
including the fact that rainfall in
this area repeats itself every 90.4
years and that the plant, White
Snake root was the cause of the dis-
ease, “milk sickness” in humans
and “trembles” in animals. Dr.
Moseley was also pictured in Ri-
pley’s “Believe It or Not,” for hav-
ing taught students for 45 years,
without missing a class. Moseley
died in 1948 at the age of 83.

After the deaths of William and
Sophia Moseley, the house was
sold and converted into apartments
around 1920.

The Victorian Villa, now a bed
and breakfast inn, was built and
originally owned by Dr. William P.
Hurd in 1869. Dr. Hurd came to
Union City in 1840 to practice
medicine. He was one of the five
original members of the Branch
County Medical Society, organized
in 1841, as well as vice-president of
the Union City National Bank
when it was formed in 1871.

The Hurd home was built in the
Italian Renaissance style from
bricks which were drawn in wag-
ons from Jackson. Each floor in the
home from the basement to the at-
tic was divided into an equal num-
ber of rooms and has the same ba-
sic floor plan.

The United Methodist Church
on the corner of Ellen and Ann
Streets celebrated its 100th anniver-
sary in 1980. The church was built

If Old St. Joe Could Talk

by John R. Simmons, who also
built the United Methodist Church
in Girard.

The history of the church con-
gregation actually dates back to
1836. Services were held in a variety
of places before the church was
built. The “old red schoolhouse” on
the northeast corner of Ellen and
Ann Streets was shared by Meth-
odists and Congregationalists on
alternate Sundays. In 1847, the

schoolhouse was sold and ].C.
Leonard offered his new barn for
the services.

These three buildings are only a
representation of the number of
historically important ones in
Union City, and the few facts here
tell very little of the lovely old town
once known as Goodwinsville, lo-
cated on the St. Joe.

We had always known it was
possible, but we had been so suc-
cessful in the past that we felt the
chances of it happening were really
quite improbable.

It represented
America’s emphasis on the impor-
tance of the common man in all her
endeavors. A “civilian,” a school-
teacher, Christa McAuliffe was
aboard, and we felt she was sym-
bolic of America’s masses.

As time passes, the names will be
further engrained in our hearts and
minds. Gregory Jarvis, Ronald
McNair, Judith Resnik, Ellison
Onizuka, Michael Smith, Christa
McAuliffe, and Francis Scobee will
become a part of our history books.

Union City and America will al-
ways see the explosion in those
spacious blue skies when the Chal-
lenger disaster of 1986 is men-
tioned. We will see, we will remem-
ber, and our hearts will weep again.
