78 adult programs; 3,810 
free resumes printed; and

percent. Book purchases 
decreased 60 percent, and 
hours throughout the dis-
trict have been reduced.

The Branch District 

Library will be asking vot-
ers in 2014 for a .5 mill-
age to ease these programs.
